Apologies for absence

Approval of the Minutes of the last meeting  The Minutes of the meeting held on 1st November were approved.

3.
Confirmation of the terms of reference of the JPC Steering Group  Don Sturgeon formally apologised that due to on error on their part, the Terms of Reference were put on  to the website without formal approval of the Group.  It has been taken off the website pending approval.  The draft Terms of Reference were reviewed.  Changes to the wording of   Section 2 were agreed.  Peter Johnson queried the situation regarding one vote per Parish Council.  This was clarified in that only one person from each Parish Council has  a vote and the other members from that council are non voting members.  Anyone from the Parish Council may attend, the voting shall be on the basis of one vote per Parish Council nominee.  Agreed.  With these amendments the Terms of Reference were adopted.  (A copy of the adopted Terms of Reference is attached).

Confirmation of Bank Account details and Parish funding  Don Sturgeon advised Monica Pennino, Treasurer for Henham Parish Council has this information but unfortunately is not here this evening and he has been able to contact her.  Will chase first thing tomorrow. The Treasurers home address to be used for donations, subject to her approval.  Have funding  pledges from Henham and Elsenham PC’s but they have yet to finalise their budgets.  Have received pledges from private individuals.  Ruth Rawlinson requested further information on funding.  Don Sturgeon will send all the relevant information to Stansted PC and also provide more detailed information to the other Parish Councils.  David Morson said we need to involve the Community, it is  vital we are seen to be doing what the community wants.  Ruth Rawlinson advised Stansted are putting article in village magazine asking people for their comments.

Working Group Update  Petrina Lees reported where we are at the moment.  Hopefully in a couple of weeks we will be able to tell people what they should be doing in their response to the consultation document.  The Consultation leaflet arrived through letterboxes this morning.  This document will be reviewed by the Planning Consultant and the Solicitor who will come up with a list of specific areas of contention.  It is recommended residents write letters, as letters are far more effective than email.  We must keep the public informed and to do this need people to knock on doors, not just put leaflets through letter boxes


David Morson advised they have made a very strong complaint regarding the consultation document, it is a very unsatisfactory document which does not include any maps.  Petrina Lees has asked Planning for a box of the consultation leaflets to give out at the Public Meetings on Friday.


Are contemplating having a rally on the last day of the Consultation,  11 January, outside the Council offices, with as many people as we can get there, are considering involving local TV.


Are planning to organise Roadshow to some of the other villages.


Website This has been set up.  Bill Bates requires content to be approved and regulated.  Anything for the website needs to come from working party.  


They will be ordering Publicity Stickers for the campaign, suggestions for a suitable design were put forward.  Any further ideas to be forwarded to Petrina by Wednesday afternoon latest.

Funding    The draft letter to residents was discussed.
